Were Marilyn Monroe's phone toll records covering the period near
her death seized by the Los Angeles Police Department? )

Was Chief William Parker going to use these records to blackmail.
Attorney General Kennedy, or others?

Response: Confidential LAPD records supplied to our office support
the pubiished media reports that toll records were seized by the
Los Ang=les Police Department.

Toll records from General Telephone Company covering the period from
June 1, 1962 to August 18, 1962 (13 days past the date of the autopsy)
were secured by the Police Department. During this toll period eight
calls were placed from Miss Monroe's residence. to a Washington, D.C.,
number. The last such call was made on July 30, 1262, six days before

her death.

Utilizing law enforcement resources we were able to determine that the
number called, RE 7-8200 in Washington, D.C., was the published number
of the U.S. Department of Justice headquarters in Washington. The
number was the general listing for the Justice Department, the main
switchboard number, rather than a private line. If Miss Monroe was

in fact calling the Attorney General himself, she had to be first
transferred via operator assistance to another number. Incoming calls:
to Miss Monroe of course were not recorded on her toll charges, but
her charged tolls give some support to the allegation that she had
contact with someone in the Department of Justice.

Newspaper articles provided to this office place Robert Kennedy in
San Francisco the weekend of Miss Monroe's death. A review of the
toll records indicates that no phone calls were made to the San
Francisco area during the entire time period covered in the records.

Iessage unit records were also secured by LAPD for both phone listings
at the Monroe résidence. The period covered in the records was from
June 1, 1962 through August 18, 1962. These two phone numbers, )
476-1890 and 472-4830, are the same numbers for which the long distance

toll records had been secured.

The message unit records are of limited utility due to the absence
of any time listing associated with the billing date. For instance,
phone number 476-1890 has one billing for seven minutes on August 4,
ig962, but the call might have been placed at any time during the
z4-hour day. A second message unit billing was charged to the same
number for a five-minute call from a location in Anaheim, i.e., the
calil was "billed to" her number. The other phone listed at her
residence had no message units billed on August 4, 1962.

Although it's impossible to pinpoint: the exact time of Miss Monroe's
death between the late hours of August 4, 1962 and the early morning
hours of August 5, 1962, the evidence available, particularly the
level of drugs in her system and the apparent slow absorption rate.
would indicate that she probably passed away or was comatose before

midnight of August 4.



Four calls with message until billings were placed from the Monroe
residen on August 5, 1962.

The exact motivation for the Police Department's securing of the
phone records cannot be determined. Thesre is no evidence that

14 or 15 days after the death of Miss Monrce. It was during this
period that rumors surfaced alleging that lMiss Monroe had died while
on the telephone talking to someone prominent figure. In addition

On September 22, 1982, Psychic JUDY BELL appeared on the interview
segment of "A.M. America", ABC television, and was interviewed by
Harold Green of that program.

Mrs. BEIL claimed %o be a deputy coroner and to possess all of the
qualifications to be a peace officer in addition to being a psychic.
Firs. BELL further claimed to be between 92% and 95% accurate in
providing law enforcement leads and solutions to homicides. Ilrs.
BELL claimed to have worked four homicides for the King County
Sheriff's Department in one dey; and further, that she assists
other police agencies throughout Northern California.

Mrs. BELL stated that she will be staying at the Burbank Hilton
until Sunday, September 26th, and she invited anyone interested in
utilizing her skills to phone (213) 845-4706.

On September 23, 1982, I telephoned Sergeamt Jerry Wiggins, (209)
582-2211, King County Sheriff's Department. Sergeant Wiggins had
recently engaged Mrs. BELL to appear at a peace officer training
seminar where she discussed psychic investigations and how the in-
dividual officer can develop.his own psychic potential. I was
tpansferred to Detective LARRY ORTH of the same agency, who stated
that they had given lMrs. BELL three homicide cas~s to work, but it
was too soon to check out the information she had given them as to
her accuracy. I was then referred to the Pittsburg and Concord
police departments for additional information.

I telephoned the Pittsburg Police Department, (415) 439-4980, and
spoke to the Watch Commander, who stated that he was aware of Illrs.
BELL's work, and that she was "outstanding". He further stated that
his agency would not hesitate engaging Mrs. BELL's assistance at
any time.

I telephoned Concord Police Department, (415) 671-30%0, and spoke
to Sergeant Gordy in Homicide. Sergeant Gordy stated that because
of the politics between Pittsburg and Concord, there is rivalry and
some hostility between the departments. Sergeant Gordy stated

that Pittsburg P.D. is situated "just over the hill" from Concord,
and that "everytime Pittsburg gets involved in ome of Concord's
cases, they screw it up'.

Sergeant Gordy stated that he has interviewed about fifty psychics
for use in homicide cases and that Mrs. BELL, in his opinion, was,
no better nmor worse than mos®. He stated that her effectiveness
appears to be proportionate to the amount of information she is
given, and that the reason Pittsburg thinks she is so good is be-
cause they give out more information on a case that Concord does.

Sergeant Gordy stated that Mrs. BELL is police oriented and has

been working on a major Bay Area kidnapping case which remains un—
solved. The victim is still missing. Sergeant Goxdy suggested

that if Mrs. BELL were ever interviewed, she be asked the following
question regarding her expertise: “Where is TERRA BUREKE?"
Apparently, Terra Burke is the still missing victim in the kidnapping
case.

It appears that Mrs. BELL is attempting to establish classes on
psychic developuent and gather-spmerSouthland exposure.

Had such an analysis been performed, and drugs
found present, the question of mode of introduction would have been

solved.

This should be clarified sime some of the “"experts" who have been
called on to review this case have suggested murder since the " stomach
was empty”. Even if the stomach had appeared grossly empty, that would
not have ruled out the oral ingestion of drugs. Miss Monroe might not
have eaten for some time and absorption is faster in an empty stomach.

6. Good luck to you in your investigation. I wish I could tell you
exactly how many capsules Miss Monroe ingested and at what time but that
is not possible. All I can say with any degree of accuracy is that she
took a vast overdose of both chloral and pentobarbital and the dose of

either could have proved fatal.
